e almost had me. As | read Supreme
Court Justice Antonin Scalia’s majority
decision defending the free speech rights of
minors to have access to violent video
games, | began to think | might actually have
to write a column celebrating the man. But it
was not to be.

As one who believes the Founding
Fathers intended a totally unfettered right
to free speech, some of Scalia’s language
was breathtaking in its clarity and vision.
But as | read and reread the decision
striking down a California law banning
the sale of violent video games to minors,
| realized it had a fatal flaw—the same
one that not only the Court but also puri-

tanical America In general has always
had: Violence Is good; sex IS bad.
Ironically, if sexual depiction is placed
in the context of violence, then it becomes
somehow acceptable, as with some of the
graphically violent video games that Sca-
lia and the Supreme Court now say repre-
sent Constitutionally protected speech.
But sex on its own—simply as a matter of
erotic excitement, solely to appeal to what
the court considers “prurient interest”—is
still jJudged obscene and not protected.
Erotic material only enjoys a measure of
First Amendment protection when it is
shown, as a whole, to have some redeeming
social, artistic or political value. Thanks to
this “Miller Standard”—adopted by the
Supreme Court in its landmark Miller v.
California decision back in the early

ironically, if sexual depiction
IS placed in the context of violence, then
It becomes somehow acceptable, as with
some of the graphically violent video
games that Scalia and the Supreme GCourt
now say represent GConstitutionally
protected speech.

1970s—adults can read James Joyce, D.H.
Lawrence and Anais Nin without fear of get-
ting busted.

California legislators had sought to
iImpose the Miller restraint on violent
video games marketed to minors by per-
mitting only those that had redeeming
artistic or social value. But in its final
ruling of the spring 2011 session, the
U.S. Supreme Court decreed that while
sex, even for adults, still needed to meet
the Miller requirement to avoid being
banned, violent video games—which
California noted “includes killing, maim-
ing, dismembering, or sexually assault-
ing an image of a human being”—could

be subject to no such restraint.

So a video depiction of a graphically vio-
lent, bloody, sexual attack against a woman
IS protected speech, but graphic sexual activ-
ity that is nonviolent and consensual is not. In
the wisdom of the Supreme Court, when it's
violent, anything goes.

In Scalia’s prevailing argument that says
‘yes” to violence and “no” to sex, violence
possesses deep cultural roots going back to
our favorite fairy tales. Arguing that “vio-
lence is not part of the obscenity that the
Constitution permits to be regulated,” Scalia
made clear that the problem is with the sex
and not the violent or misogynist behavior
that some critics argue will result from
material the court defines as obscene:
"Because speech about violence 1S not
obscene, it is of no consequence that Cali-

fornia’s statute mimics the New York statute
requlating obscenity for minors that we
upheld in Ginsberg v. New York. That case
approved a prohibition on the sale to minors
of sexual material that would be obscene
from the perspective of a child.”

ocalia’s opinion Is actually quite thrilling
In enunciating an extremely broad definition
of the free speech rights of minors. But it is
simply bizarre in dismissing the claimed
harmful effects of violent depictions while
still insisting on the strictest puritanical
view of the dangers of sexual imagery.

“California has tried to make violent-
speech regulation look like obscenity reg-
ulation by appending a saving clause
required for the latter,” Justice Scalia
wrote in the court’'s 7-2 majority opinion.
“That does not suffice. Our cases have
been clear that the obscenity exception to
the First Amendment does not cover what-
ever a legislature finds shocking, but only
depictions of ‘'sexual conduct.™

What Scalia misses i1s the point of
Larry Flynt's well-documented book One
Nation Under Sex: Like many prominent
American political figures, the Founders
were a randy bunch, and the last thing in
the world that they would want to pro-
scribe was sexual expression. After all, it
was Ben Franklin—the most respected of
the Founders—who penned a pamphlet
on the proper way to select a mistress.
And it was Franklin who was picked by
his fellow Founders to be the American
representative to France because he em-
braced the libertine ways of that country,
which had provided vital support to the
colonists during the war for indepen-
dence from Britain.

The Founders who gave us the
Constitution were not shocked by sex, for
which they Indulged a quite voracious
appetite. Thus, while they might have been
willing to extend First Amendment freedoms
to violent video games—if they could have
imagined such a farfetched thing—it Is
absurd to suggest that they would have given
violent imagery Constitutional preference
over erotic expression. &

or years I've been criticizing edu-
cation reformers for not enabling
students—on the way to becoming vot-
ers—on how to be active citizens In this
self-governing republic. Instead, public
school classes in civics have all but dis-
appeared, and most kids are locked into
a regimen of testing for standardized
tests that'll make their teachers and
principal look good.

But in Chicago, since 1997, the Mikva
Challenge has actually been doing what
would have cheered Thomas Jefferson
and James Madison. [ts
mission as a nonpartisan
organization is to develop
“the next generation
of civic leaders, activists
and policy-makers. We do
this by providing young
neople with opportunities
to actively participate
in the political process
because we believe that the best way to
learn leadership and to learn democracy is
to experience both.”

The Mikva Challenge has a rallying cry
unknown In most schools: “Democracy Is
a verb!”

According to the pioneering organiza-
tion, “"Hundreds of Chicago and suburban
high school students worked [on opposite
sides] for candidates competing In guber-
natorial, senatorial and Cook County
Board President primaries. ... One stu-
dent group helped pass a bill in Spring-
fleld for pedestrian safety, another creat-
ed a new youth center, and other students
created workshops around teen dating
violence."

In May 2011, Mikva Challenge launched
a task force “to discuss institutionalizing
Citywide Youth Councils Into city govern-
ment structures.”

Eureka! Members of the New Generation
can actually be heard outside their class-
rooms as they learn real-life civics.

The Mikva Challenge was founded by
Abner Mikva and his wife, longtime educa-
tion activist Zoe. Both have taken the
Constitution off the pages and into the
lives of students. Abner Mikva has been a
congressman, chief justice of the influen-
tial D.C. Circuit Court of Appeals, White

r

House counsel for Bill Clinton and an inspi-
rational professor of Constitutional law.

Among Mikva Challenge lessons In
participatory democracy, the Dear Mayor
Web site was launched to get young peo-
ple's concerns heard by the mayoral can-
didates. Mikva Challenge has also hosted
the Ninth Annual Civics Fair, where “over
60 student groups present their action
projects on issues facing the Chicago
community.”

During my six years at the Boston
Latin School, the nation’s oldest public

school (founded in 1635), there was
nothing like “each election cycle, Mikva
Challenge recruits, trains and places
1,500 to 2,500 high school students to
serve as election judges [at polling
places|. We find that young people are
much more likely to vote after this expe-
rience and that their service motivates
family and friends to vote.”

In addition, “Our [2011] summer
internship program”—paying for stu-
dents to help out in the offices of city,
county, state and federal lawmakers—
“Is In huge demand. There are more stu-
dents seeking Internships and more
elected officials seeking interns than we
have funds to support.”

supreme Court Justice Louis Brandeis
warned that a severe danger to the actual
Constitutional functioning of our democra-
cy is “an inert people.” That's why | am
greatly cheered when Mikva Challenge
reports: “These youth tell us that they feel
they have a ‘voice’ now and report having
a greater desire to vote, campaign, orga-
nize, lobby and even run for office. Per-
haps most importantly, these Mikva youth
now believe that Chicago is their city and
that they have the power, knowledge and
skills to make It a more just and equitable
place—both now and in the future.”

Brian Brady, Mikva Challenge’s execu-
tive director, emphasizes: “Adolescence IS
a time of searching for a positive identity
and establishing a core-value system.
Action Civics helps youth move from a
self-centered focus to a community focus.
It I1s particularly empowering for youth
who are low-income and coming from
communities that experience the toughest
of social problems.”

Brady adds, “It allows a young per-
son to take challenging (and stressful)
Issues like teen pregnancy or gang vio-
lence and begin to explore the root
causes and potential solutions to these
Issues. It provides a platform for young
people to speak out on these difficult
problems and share their wisdom with
the wider world.”

By contrast, Sam Chaltain—long
actively involved in making civics educa-
tion come compellingly alive In our
schools—says accurate-
ly: “lToo many children
attend school each day
without a sense of their
own unique voices—and
perhaps even with a hor-
rible certainty of their
own invisibility.”

Indeed, Mikva Chall-
enge students are very
visible. In my Daily Caller article “Teaching
the New Generation Why They Are
Americans” (October 25, 2010), Karmyn
Stewart said that the Mikva Challenge
taught her “to allow my voice to be heard
and allow myself to hear others.”

Former Supreme Court Justice Sandra
Day O'Connor passionately continues in
her mission to awaken the New
Generation to make American history
come off the pages and into their very
lives: “Barely one-third of Americans can
even name the three branches of govern-
ment, much less say what they do. Less
than one-fifth of high school seniors can
explain how civic participation benefits
our government. Less than that can say
what the Declaration of Independence is,
and it's right there in the title.”

Thankfully, Mikva Challenge students
make their lives energize the Declaration
of Independence in action! @

WHAT THE BRITISH KNOW
THAT WE DON'T

hen it comes to watching television,
it's a blessing to be stupid. If you're
smart, you turn on your TV, and there is liter-
ally nothing to watch. If you're dumb, you
don't know what to watch first.

Your best potential refuge are the premi-
um cable channels like HBO and Showtime
with their higher production values. Knowing
who their audience is, the producers of every
show seem to have formulated a quota of
bare tits and full-frontal nudity. | love True
Blood and Californication, but let's face it—
they re still crap.

The only truly great show i1s Treme. Set in
New Orleans and dealing with the aftermath
of Hurricane Katrina, the HBO series is filled
with all the charms of this amazing city: its
food, music and fascinating characters. Most
importantly, freme makes a statement about
the mess we have left those people with. It
may be the best show produced in America.

The most consistently satisfying program-
ming on cable comes from BBEC America, a
subsidiary of the British Broadcasting
Corporation. The BBC delivers the best televi-
sion in the world, and BBC America features
the very best of BBC's shows plus fare from
commercial British channels.

Over the past Memorial Day weekend | sat
glued to my TV for an endless marathon of
BBC America's most popular shows. There
was no need to go elsewhere. | never
changed channels.

What makes British television so good? To
watch TV throughout the United Kingdom, you
must pay a yearly license fee for each set you
own. This money goes to the BBC—that's
why It has no commercials. No advertisers
equals no need to please sponsors and,
hence, no pressure to get ratings. However,
the Conservative-led coalition government—
with the support of media mogul Rupert Mur-
doch, who deplores state-run television—has
drastically cut BBC funding. Murdoch IS a
major stockholder of BBC competitor Sky TV,
the United Kingdom’s biggest pay-television
company, and is seeking a complete takeover.

Meanwhile, the most popular TV show In
the world—seen in over 100 countries—is
BBC's lop Gear. | never thought | could love a
program about automobiles, yet Top Gear—
hosted by three guys bent on destroying an
assortment of cars and each other—is a solid

hour of ndiculous fun. Nevertheless, when the
show features expensive vehicles, theyre
showcased with the care and attention worthy
of a Vogue model. It's almost impossible to say

just how entertaining Top Gear is.

since 1963 Doctor Who has been an icon-
Ic television presence on the BBC. | first visit-
ed England years ago and still remember the
whole country stopping on Saturday after-
noons to watch this program about a
humanoid alien known as the Doctor who
travels through time and space in a machine,
called the TARDIS, that looks exactly like a
London police call box. This low-budget show
remained on the air until 1989 and then
returned in 2005—with the BBC increasing
Its budget substantially.

Eleven actors have played the Doctor, a
feat accomplished by having him die and
regenerate into a different body. Every Doctor
has had a female companion and an occa-
sional male sidekick as well. His latest adven-
ture-sharing mates are a married couple.

To my way of thinking, the current Doctor
Who s the best television series on the planet.
Its movie-quality production values are impres-
sive; the time taken to shoot each episode—
three weeks—far surpasses American shows
paltry nine-day efforts, and the musical score Is
provided by a symphony-size orchestra. All this
lavishness is only possible due to the BBC's

extensive in-house facilities. In our country al
the shows run up huge tabs because they're
shopped out to third parties.

The BBC's financial clout has impacted the
other, poorer British networks, which struggle
to compete with simpler but still quality pro-
grams. The most critically acclaimed of these
IS Downton Abbey, a full-on period drama
that iIs evocative of Upstairs Downstairs and,
like its predecessor, Is broadcast in America
on PBS. None of this is to say that the U.K.
doesn't have its share of crap, but even the
Brits’ crap is well produced.

For years U.5. networks have been pro-
ducing their own versions of British shows.
The most notable of these are American ldol,
Dancing With the Stars and the poorly adapt-
ed The Office. Sometimes we just steal with-
out credit, as was the case with the recently
canceled Outsourced. About a call center In
India, that show delighted the British as
Mumbar Calling.

When will we create shows with such
quality? Probably never. That would require
Americans to raise their expectations.
