According to motor industry  L

whispers, a reboot of the 
“must-have” car of the ’70s 
and ’80s is in the pipeline. 
Ford already has the hot 
hatch territory tied up, with 
the Focus ST and RS, and 
rumour has it that this coupé 
throwback could make an 
appearance in 2011!
It’s likely that Ford will base  L

the car around the Focus, 
meaning a front-wheel drive 
layout. But a 4x4 model could 
use the Ford Kuga’s Haldex 

all-wheel drive components. 
This system automatically 
decides how much power 
each wheel needs, depending 
on the terrain it’s covering. 
Again piggybacking the  L

Focus, the Capri will share 
its range of engines. The 
EcoBoost direct injection 
1.6 turbo engines push out 
150-180bhp. Also expect  
an ST version to be packing 
a beefy 2.0-litre, 203bhp 
EcoBoost motor beneath 
the bonnet bulge. 

And don’t rule out a Capri RS  L

for the boy racers. This could 
steal the mighty Focus RS500’s 
2.5-litre, 5-cylinder Duratech 
turbo that bench-presses 
345bhp and 339lb-ft of torque. 
Suggestions are that the  L

Capri will accelerate from 
0-62mph in 5.6 seconds and 
hit a top speed of 163mph.
Its profile harks back to the  L

original ’70s model, with  
a tail-heavy stance, familiar 
C-shaped rear windows and 
thick pillars. Using chunky 

arches similar to the Focus RS, 
the Capri brings retro up to 
date with a pair of deep air 
vents behind the wheels and  
a Mk3-style quad-headlamp 
front grille. 
We could see one in the  L

metal as soon as January 
2011. Don’t be surprised if 
the silk sheets get yanked 
off a concept at Detroit’s 
January motor show – or 
Geneva in March 2011. 
A new Capri should set you  L

back about £17,000.

i Cesc! With the 
improvement in Spurs  
and Man City’s sides,  
is this season’s title  

race wide open? This is always  
a competitive league and any 
team that wins the title truly 
deserves it because of the 
intensity of each and every game.

World Cup draw against Algeria 
are too fresh in my mind!) but  
it was certainly very poor. The 
fact is, they should be beating  
a team ranked below Burkina 
Faso, that’s missing its two best 
players and, for me, the blame – 
once again – has to lie solely with 
the manager. 

After the debacle of the World 
Cup, Fabio Capello seemed to 
listen to some of the criticism of 
his tactics and deployed a more 
fluid system in the first two 
qualifying games, knowing  
that a return to the rigid 4-4-2 

formation of the World Cup 
might well cost him his job.  
As soon as those two games 
were won, what did he do?  
He went right back to his old 
formation, hoping that it would 
be enough against mediocre 
opposition like Montenegro. 
Well, it backfired, and there was 
a shocking lack of ideas shown 
by Capello throughout the game. 

Neither winger swapped sides 
at any point, Arsenal’s midfield 
star Jack Wilshere sat unused  
on the bench and Joe Cole was 
reduced to warming down on 

the pitch after the game. Quite 
simply, other international teams 
have figured out how to play 
England, and will sit most of 
their players behind the ball to 
frustrate them, like a 90-minute 
game of attack-versus-defence  
in a training session. 

Sadly, Capello is frankly too 
stubborn to do anything about 
this problem. There are plenty  
of games left, and I do still think 
England will qualify for Euro 
2012, but should Fabio be in 
charge of that side?
