How the heck does it all
work, anyway?

Glasses-free 3D is all thanks
to the 3DS's stereoscopic
display, which actually
comprises two LCD
screens. The screen sitting
on top is what's known as
the parallax barrier. This
generates rows of fine lines
across the bottom image,
enabling each of your eyes
to see a separate set of
pixels. Your brain then
combines these two bits

of information to create
one 3D image.

The effect only works if
you're looking at the screen
straight on.
