I grew up in a military environment, so
my naturewas to take things seriously,
which meant I fell out with some people
in school. I knew I wanted#o go into the

forces, and the Marine Corps is the elite °

arm. It seemed like the place for me.

How was your time in the Marines?

For the most part, it was a tremendous
experience. I rose to the rank of.
infantry officer and took charge of my
first platoon in Iraq in 2005 as part of
Operation Matador, which took us to
the depths of human perseverance. One
night, I was leading the platoon to duty
when we were ambushed by insurgents.
We were hit by roadside bombs, grenades
and then a car bomb destroyed the
recovery tank that was hauling some of
my wounded colleagues. We managed
to get out without any fatalities, but it _
was a rough battle that I'll never forget.

You were awarded the Silver Star [the
third highest accolade in the US military]
for bravery during Operation Matador.
That must’ve been.a proud moment.

It’s two-sided — sure, I was proud, but
people were seriously wounded during
the time I made the actions for which

I got that award. There’s a young man
who’ll never walk again, and another
who has endured three brain surgeries.
I look back and wonder, what if I'd ’
done things differently? Maybe nobody
would’ve got hurt. Unfortunately, as

a military officer, you have to live with
things like that. You know the deal
when you sign up and take the job.

At what stage did you take up MMA?

I began training in hand-to-hand
combat in the Marine Corps. Suddenly,
I was introduced to wonderful

it’d be cool to one.day fight those top
guys, but I never believed I'd actually
achieve that. T remember my first
-amateur fight — at that stage I'd only
mastered three punches and two kicks,
but T still managed to TKO my opponent
in the first round.

How does the mentality needed for
fighting in a war zone compare to fighting
in the Octagon?

One thing I struggled with 1n1t1ally

was making the transition from being

a leader of a team to being an individual.
A great MMA fighter needs to be selfish,
to look out for number one at all times.

I wasn’t used to that.

At what stage did you decide that it

- was time to concentrate on MMA as

a full-time career?

When,my first daughter was born.
Having growh up without a father,

I didn’t want that for my children. In

the Marines, I faced eight months away *

each year, and I wasn’t prepared to

do that any more. I'm predisposed to
withstand and endure all sorts,of pain,
but the one thing I cannot handle is
missing my wife and kids.

My battalion commander was
all for it, but when my fights were
first nationally televised; the military
lawyers suddenly sat up and took
notice. I had to compile a declaration
stating that I would conduct myself
to the highest standards of an officer
at all times'while on camera. I also
agreed that I would not qualify for
the Marine Corps’ insurance policy
if I was injured while fighting, which
I was more than happy to do.

What impact have your Marine Corps
experiences had on your fighting career?
They shaped mie as a person. Watching
my platoon risk their lives for one another
was the most intense and inspirational
thing that I'll ever see. Some UFC fighters
talk about the fear they endure before
going into.the Octagon, but that doesn’t
come into it for me, After everything
