@® Porsche isn’t just dangling the carrot
here, it’s letting us nibble on the tip!
Their first 918 Spyder concept
shocked the 2010 Geneva motorshow
like an angry fist to the face, but this
is an even more evolved version.

@® This 918 is designed to show the
Stuttgart-based company is serious
about taking the hybrid hypercar into
the racing arena, following in the
footsteps of their legendary 917 race
car from the "70s (it’s the car Steve
McQueen drives in the film Le Mans).

@ Like all German car companies,
Porsche tests all its creations on the
famous 13-mile Niirburgring circuit.
The 918 Spyder monsters it in seven
minutes 22 seconds - ten seconds
quicker than its £300k Carrera GT.

Beating that time by ten seconds is like

beating Usain Bolt by a clear ten metres.

The 918 is a hybrid, meaning there’s

a 570bhp 4.6-litre V8 mounted in the
middle that drives the back wheels. A pair
of electric motors - one 80kW and one
90kW - drive both front and rear wheels.
In “race hybrid” mode, the electric motors
are powered up so that between them
they push out over 200bhp. When
combined, the result is more than 770bhp!
But it doesn’t have to be. If you just want
to cruise, the 918 will run purely on
lithium-ion battery power for up to 15
miles, and you can plug it in to charge it.
Engineers claim the finished car will be
able to do 0-62mph in under three
seconds, even under nine seconds in pure
electric mode. It’ll do 93mph just on

That’s probably the
best scent. Anything that attracts
women is good.

You’re also performing at the
ceremony to welcome the Olympic
torch to Britain.

It’s going to be
historic. I really feel the positive
energy and I really feel the vibe.

Is it true that your son is a bigger fan
of Chipmunk that he is of you?

I used to have a song
called Punctuation where T rap
about how good I think I am at

using correct grammar, so I'm saying,
“Comma, full stop, paragraph, semi-
colon, colon.” T actually went to a few
schools to give a lesson on English
because of that song. It could be a cool
way of educating kids today.

Lots of other UK rappers cite you as the
best lyricist around today.

I'm OK, I'm not bad. I try to make sure
that every line intertwines with another
line somewhere later in the song. I try to
make sure that everything makes sense
and I try to take you through a journey.

How do you remember the words to your
songs? Do you write them on your arm?

I don’t. When I write a song that’s about
a story, I won’t forget. When I'm just
having fun, it’s easier to forget.
Unorthodox is easier to forget than Don’t
Go. Don’t Go is personal and a journey
so if I forget the line, I know what
happens next in the story. Unorthodox

is just me showing off my rapping skills.

Thanks, Wretch! Finally, how do you keep

your beard so neat and tidy?

I don’t shave it myself — I never touch

it. My barber cuts my hair every two or

three days. It’s expensive but it keeps

me looking sharp. If you saw me x

yesterday, I wasn’t sharp!

Still a great car: quick, frisky, comfortable,
economical and built to last. 88,278 sold
in Britain alone and 6.3 million worldwide.

FACT: In November 1990 the millionth Golf rolled off the
production line. Two limited 4WD Golf models were made
- one called the Rallye, the other called the Country.

PORSCHE 959 1957-1988

197mph * 0-60: 3.6 secs
Porsche got fed up of Ferrari always winning
the '80s supercar wars, so this was their
tech-filled two-fingered salute to the Italians.

FACT: Golfer Nick Faldo bought one and loved it very
much. When his third missus discovered he was playing
away, she smashed it up... with one of his golf clubs.

BMW M3 CSL 2003

185mph  0-6: 4.8 secs
Immediately identified by its carbon fibre
roof, the CSL was sold with special Michelin
tyres that were “not suitable for use in rain”.

FACT: The fastest man on earth drives an M3. Well, drove
one. Usain Bolt barrel-rolled his in Jamaica, then trod on
a thorn climbing out of the wreck. He had to limp home.



HONDA CIVICTYPER 2001-present
146mph * 0-60: 6.4 secs
In order to get all 197bhp out of it, the V-tec
2.0-litre engine of the original Honda Civic
Type R needed revving like a superbike.

FACT: Pictured is the current model, but you can pick up
the original pre-2007 version for around £3.5k - which is
about the same as the whole Greek economy is worth!

RENAULT 5 TURBO 2 1983-1986
124mph * 0-60: 6.6 secs
A puny front-drive car that grew a bulging
bodykit, rear-wheel drive and a 160bhp
engine where the back seats used to be.

FACT: Fancy picking one up? Expect to spend at least
£30,000 finding one in decent condition then. This
was the daddy of the 5 GT Turbo, after all.

50 COOLEST CARS

VOLKSWAGEN BEETLE 19382003
50-85mph ¢ 0-60: 17-24 secs
In the US it was nicknamed the Bug, in
Germany the Kafer and in Mexico the Fusca.
Its official name was the Volkswagen Type 1.

FACT: Notoriously slow but extremely reliable, more than
21.5 million people bought the Volkswagen Beetle,
making it the world’s most popular car.

FORD ESCORT RS TURBO 1954-1988
132mph ¢ 0-60: 7.8 secs
The Golf Gti made front-wheel drive cool,
but this turned it up to full boost. 132bhp
was eked out of a tiny 1.6 V8 turbo engine.

FACT: Princess Diana owned a black Escort RS Turbo,
even though they weren’t generally available to buy
in black. It was a special order for royalty.

FIAT ABARTH 595 1963-1971
72mph ¢ 0-60: 25.7 secs

The Abarth was actually the fiery hot version
of Fiat’s urban midget 500. It also wasn’t too
popular with Mini Cooper drivers.

FACT: The little Fiat 500 this was derived from was
actually launched two years before our Austin Mini. Not
only that, it was 7.6cm (3in) shorter!

RANGE ROVER SPORT 2005-present
140mph * 0-60: 5.9 secs
An SUV that actually looks good. The Range
Rover is as British as Yorkshire puddings,
Barbour jackets and pub fights.

FACT: It was originally going to be called the Range
Stormer and only have two doors. Popular among famous
types, Stephen Ireland has a pink one. Probably.

FORD SIERRA RS COSWORTH 1985-1987
142mph  0-60: 6.2 secs
It had a manic turbocharged 2.0-litre engine
and rear-wheel drive and the limited edition
RS500s had 224bhp.

FACT: When it came out, this quickly became the most
stolen car in Britain, with some insurers refusing to cover
it unless the owners observed a curfew.

FORD ESCORT MEXICO 1970-1975
108mph ¢ 0-60: 9.0 secs
The first Escort and the best. Before the
Cosworth days, this rally champion won the
hearts of every red-blooded ’70s bloke.

FACT: If your grandpa is the proud owner of a twin-cam
or RS1600 MK1 Escort, get him to leave it to you in his
will. They’re now worth up to £40,000!

FERRARI TESTAROSSA 1934-1991
181Imph » 0-60: 5.3 secs
Testarossa means redhead in Italian. It was
wider than a Lambo Countach and it had
a very unusual flat-12 cylinder engine.

FACT: Two things made the Testarossa an '80s icon -
starring in Miami Vice driven by subtle undercover cop
Don Johnson, and in the hit arcade video game Qutrun.

DELOREAN DMC-12 1979-1982

125mph * 0-60: 9.6 secs
Unpainted stainless steel bodyshell, gullwing
doors and an average Volvo V6 engine. Also
the star of Back To The Future, of course.

FACT: DelLoreans only had 145bhp but that didn’t stop
them reaching the required speed for time travel
(88mph). Three were used for filming Back To The Future.

SUBARU IMPREZA WRX P1 2000
155mph * 0-60: 4.7 secs
The Impreza revolutionised rallying and
affordable supercar slaying. The P1is easily
identified because it’s a two-door model.

FACT: In 2001 Berkshire-born rally driver Richard Burns
became the first Brit to win the World Rally
Championship. His car? None other than a blue Impreza.

MERCEDES BRABUS BULLIT 2008

217mph ¢ 0-60: 3.9 secs
Brabus-tuned Mercs make AMGs look like
something your nan would drive. The Bullit
boasts a V12 with two turbos and 740bhp.

FACT: It takes a special kind of person to spend
£300,000 on a C Class Benz, but find another that
will only peak at 217mph for the sake of the tyres. |
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VOLKSWAGEN TYPE 2 SPLIT
SCREEN 1950-1967

59mph ¢ 0-60: It won’t get there!

The cool factor’s in the two-tone paint and

the home-is-where-you-park-it attitude.

FACT: The Type 2 was sketched by a Dutchman who
imported Beetles in 1947. Splits made before 1955 have
one big back door instead of two and fetch up to £50k.

TVR CERBERA SPEED 12 1997
240mph ¢ 0-60: 2.9 secs
Made in Blackpool from fibreglass, the
740bhp V12 7.7-litre was supposed to have
the potential to get to 1,000bhp!

FACT: The Speed 12 promised to be one of the most
powerful cars ever. Cruelly, only two were made. The
Prodigy’s Liam Howlett apparently owns one of two.

PORSCHE 911 GT3 RS 4.0 201

193mph « 0-62: 3.9 secs
The GT3 RS 4.0 was the limited last cheer
for the 997 series. 500bhp, plastic back
windows, cage and a carbon fibre-rich diet.

FACT: Of the 600 made, only 40 GT3 RS 4.0 cars came to
the UK. On 5 April - just before the 911’s 50th birthday -
original designer Ferdinand Alexander Porsche died.

3g CORVETTE ZR1 2009-present

205mph » 0-62: 3.6 secs

The American icon is 50 years old now, but
showing no signs of retiring. The 647bhp 6.2
supercharged ZR1is the fastest Corvette yet.

FACT: Corvette won its class in the Le Mans 24-hour last
year, while in March, a 1738bhp Corvette crashed in Texas
at 230mph while trying to set a speed record.

HONDA NSX 1989-2005

168mph * 0-60: 5.0 secs
Ayrton Senna helped develop it, which
explains why the NSX used a lot of F1 tech.
Used as the benchmark for the McLaren F1.

FACT: You can now pick one up from just £14k.
Remember the NSX in Pulp Fiction? To jog your memory,
Harvey Keitel’s character Mr Wolf drives one.

NISSAN SKYLINE GT-R R34 19992002
165mph » 0-62: 4.7 secs
The four-wheel drive, four-wheel steer, twin
turbo Skyline matched supercar grunt with
real world legroom/boot space/price tag.

FACT: The legendary RB26 2.6-litre straight six was rated
at 276bhp but was thought to be closer to 320bhp. It can
be tuned to 400bhp, and even taken up to 1,000bhp.

32 AUDI RS4 2000-present

155.3-170mph » 0-62: 4.9 secs

The fastest car in Audi’s range at the time,
this became the fastest production family
car of all with Quattro 4WD and twin turbos.

FACT: The first generation RS4s had their 380bhp 2.7 V6
twin turbo engines built in Britain by Cosworth. A new
RS4 returns later this year with a 444bhp 4.2 V8.

MINI COOPER S 1963-1969
') 100mph * 0-60: 12.9 secs
The Mini Cooper stuck to the road like glue
and felt faster than it was. The Mini was one
of Britain’s most memorable inventions.

FACT: The three Coopers in The Italian Job did numerous
stunts. The 60ft rooftop jump in formation was
performed at the Fiat factory in only one take.

JAGUAR XJ220 1992-1994

21Tmph ¢ 0-60: 3.6 secs
In the late '80s Jaguar wanted to take a bite
out of Ferrari and Porsche. Enter a British
supercar with twin-turbo 542bhp V6.

FACT: Tests on the XJ220’s engines were carried out by
fitting the running gear into a Transit van for stealth
blasts up the M. It did 1779mph on a test track!

MERCEDES 300SL GULLWING 1954-1957
135-165mph « 0-60: 8.8 secs
The iconic SL was actually related to
Mercedes’ 1952 Le Mans-winning racer,
taking race car tech to the road.

FACT: All 1,400 SLs had steel bodyshells apart from 29
built from aluminium - one of which sold in January of
this year for an enormous £2.9million.

34 Nuts

FERRARI F40 1957-1992

20Tmph « 0-60: 3.7 secs
This is the car that fuelled the turbo craze -
because it had two bolted on top of that V8
living under the slatted plastic engine lid.

FACT: The engine was only 2.9 litres, but don’t be fooled
- it could break 200mph and squeezed 478bhp. It was
built to commemorate Ferrari’s 40th birthday.

FORD GT 2003-2006

205mph * 0-62: 3.8 secs
It had a hefty price tag of £120k, but the
Ford GT was a fire-breathing striped-up,
supercharged V8 gladiator.

FACT: The '60s original was called a GT40 because it was
only 40in in height. Ford dropped the “40” bit as this
newer recreation is 43in high.



ARIEL ATOM 500 2003-present

200mph ¢ 0-60: 2.3 secs
No bodywork. No windows. No roof. No
heater. But quicker than a Veyron. A ladder
with an engine, put together in Somerset.

FACT: The entry level Atom is built with a Honda Civic
engine. Buy the 500bhp V8 engined “500” and your skin
will have to hold on pretty tight!

DODGE CHARGER 440 RT 1968-1970
116mph « 0-60: 6.1 secs

In the masculine world of American muscle
cars, the Charger rules. The 440 had 7.2
litres and 375bhp on thin 14in tyres!

FACT: Three hundred and twenty 1968 and 1969 Chargers
were jumped and bent over a seven-year period in the
original Dukes Of Hazzard TV show.

242+mph ¢ 0-62: 3.2 secs

A hypercar without fancy wings and styling

clutter, but with a twin supercharged 4.7 V8

- which produces nearly 1,000bhp.

FACT: The badge of a flying ghost on Koeniggseggs pays
tribute to the Swedish Air Force’s Jet Squadron Nol,
whose old base is now Koeniggsegg’s HQ.

The 555bhp Zonda cockpit is just the most
dazzling, crafted sculpture of carbon and
aircraft grade alloy you’ll ever find.

FACT: This was arguably better quality than a Ferrari or
Lamborghini - probably because Horacio Pagani had
worked for both companies in the past.

MITSUBISHI EVO VI 19992002

150mph » 0-60: 4.4 secs
The first Evo to be officially sold in the UK.
On back roads no supercar could catch this
276bhp 4WD turbo monster.

FACT: With fearless Finnish driver Tommi Makinen at the
wheel, the Evo VI won the World Rally Championship in
1999. Mitsubishi named a special edition after him.

LOTUS EX|GE 2004-present

145mph ¢ 0-62: 4.1 secs
A stiffer, sharper, hard-topped version of
the Elise. No back window, rear spoiler
visible from space and over 32mpg.

FACT: It was a Lotus Esprit that turned into a submarine
in the James Bond film The Spy Who Loved Me, and
Sharon Stone drove an Esprit in the film Basic Instinct.

FERRARI ENZO 2002-2004

217mph * 0-62: 3.3 secs
The goal of the Enzo project was to cut gear
change times down to 150 milliseconds in
the interests of “extremely sporty use”.

FACT: The Enzo’s front suspension can be lifted to clear
speed humps. A chap entered a Canadian road race in his
modified 840bhp Enzo and ended up in the sea.

FERRARI 458 ITALIA 2009

202mph ¢ 0-62: 3.3 secs
This is possibly the first car with a
moustache - a carbon one at that - which
bends at speed for extra downforce/grip.

FACT: It does 0-125mph in 10.4 seconds. The convertible
boasts the world’s first mid-engined retractable hard top.
Oh, and the indicator switches are on the steering wheel!

50 COOLEST CARS

PORSCHE 356 SPEEDSTER 1955-1956
108mph ¢ 0-60: 14.5 secs
The 356 Speedster was feather-light and
could be driven at full throttle on any roads.
With only 75bhp there was no other option.

FACT: Movie legend Steve McQueen’s first brand new car
was a black Speedster. He sold it in the '’60s and bought
it back in 1974. Speedsters today are worth £150,000+.

AUDI QUATTRO TURBO 1980-1988
/ 155mph * 0-60: 4.8 secs
Audi’s radical 4WD system changed
everything, making people see that all-wheel
drive cars weren’t just clunky old tractors.

FACT: The ultimate was the limited edition short
wheelbase Sport Quattro, with 304bhp. Only 220 were
made and they were rally cars for the street.

LAMBORGHINI COUNTACH 1973-1990

180-196mph ¢ 0-60: 4.8-5.8 secs
Lambo’s Countach survived three decades
with various tweaks. Early cars had less
power but had the higher top speed.

FACT: There’s zero rear visibility in the Lamborghini
Countach. We've got its 6.25-litre V12 and all its
breathing vents to thank for this inconvenience.

AUDI R8 V10 2009

197mph * 0-62: 3.9 secs
Audi owns Lambo, so you can forgive them
for nicking the Gallardo’s 5.2-litre V10 to put
in this. With 518bhp, it’s awesome.

FACT: The R8 V10 is distinguishable from its V8 brother
with full LED headlights, different Y-design rims and two
- not four - bars on the rear air vents. |
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LAMBORGHINI MIURA P400 19671972
186mph » 0-60: 6.2 secs

The Miura gave birth to the title supercar.

The Italian Job intro features a red Miura

whizzing around twisty alpine roads.

FACT: Ferruccio Lamborghini initially built tractors and
air-con units but turned his hand to sports cars after
buying numerous Ferraris and disliking their build quality.

BUGATTI VEYRON 16.4 SUPER SPORT 2010
268mph ¢ 0-62: 2.5 secs
For £1,430,000 you can get one of 30 built
with 1,183bhp that does 0-125mph in 6.7
secs. That should be enough power, yeah?

FACT: The 16.4 stands for 16 cylinders and four turbos.
The first Veyron to crash was in Britain, eight days after
logistics manager Ajay Soni bought it. It hit an Astra.

AC SHELBY COBRA 427 1962-1968

165mph ¢ 0-60: 4.2 secs
When Carroll Shelby decided to build race
cars for the road, he squeezed an American
Ford V8 inside the British AC Ace.

FACT: The 427 refers to the engine size in cubic inches,
or seven litres in UK terms. It’s thought the Cobra was the
main reason for UK motorways having a 70mph limit.

FORD MUSTANG SHELBY GT350-H 1966
120mph * 0-60: 6.6 secs

The Mustang was always adored by blokes

and ladies alike and the Shelby versions

were tuned for lightness and horsepower.

FACT: Back in 1966, Hertz bought a fleet of 936 Mustangs
and hired them out. Known as Rent-a-racers, many were
caned on tracks then given back with mullered tyres.

50 COOLEST CARS

LAMBORGHINI MURCIELAGO 2001-2010
212mph * 0-60: 3.2 secs
The Murcielago was the first four-wheel drive
Lamborghini to go into production after the
company was bought by Audi.

FACT: The Murcielago is named after a bull that survived
28 stabs from a matador in 1879. The beast fought with
such passion that the matador chose to spare its life.

JAGUAR E-TYPE 1961-1974
/ 151Tmph « 0-60: 7.0 secs
Cracking 150mph instantly made the E-type
the world’s fastest production car. It went on
to wipe the floor on the world’s race tracks.

FACT: The E-type is actually a hatchback. Mr Enzo Ferrari,
the boss of Ferrari, described its aerodynamic shape as
the most beautiful car in the world.

FERRARI 250 GT SPYDER CALIFORNIA
SWB 1960-1963
149mph < 0-60: 8.0 secs
With just 56 produced, the SWB is one of
the most collectable Ferraris in existence.

FACT: Made famous by classic '80s movie Ferris Bueller’s
Day Off where it gets joyridden and smashed up, the car
in the film was actually an MG with a replica bodyshell.

ASTON MARTIN DBS 1963-65

145mph ¢ 0-60: 7.1 secs
It might look almost identical to the DB4,
but Aston’s DB5 had a 4.0-litre engine
(compared to 3.7-litre), a five-speed gearbox
and triple carburettors. It may be old, but
this magnesium aluminium-bodied beaut
packed an impressive 282 horses.

FACT: The DB5 was made famous as the best-known
James Bond car, featuring in several 007 flicks, most
notably Goldfinger, Thunderball, GoldenEye, Tomorrow

Never Dies and Casino Royale. It’s due to make a welcome

reappearance in the upcoming Bond flick, Skyfall. Only
one of the two original gadget-laden 007 cars are known
to survive, with it selling at auction in 2010 for an
incredible £2.6million. The other car was nicked

in 1997, never to be seen again.

MCLAREN F1LM 19921998

242.96mph » 0-60: 2.9 secs
The F1 was designed by a chap called
Gordon Murray and the LM was the holder
of the 0-100-Omph record. It took 11.5 secs.

FACT: To stop the carbon fibre panels overheating, the
F1’s engine lid is lined with real gold foil. Every F1 has 169
of gold in it. Rowan Atkinson crunched his in 1999.

seat. Iniesta is on another
planet, too — he sees the game
so quickly. He also plays for
the two best teams on the
planet, so he can’t be bad!

It is true that you almost never
made it as a footballer?

I was a late developer and
Southampton had serious
doubts about whether I'd ever
have the physical attributes
to be a pro. When I was 15,
they told me I wasn’t going to
get a scholarship. I only had

a couple of months to prove
them wrong, so T went away,
worked on my fitness, spent

a lot of time in the gym and
bulked up a bit. Eventually,
they gave me my contract.

Sounds like it was a pretty
nerve-racking time for you?
Looking back, yeah, it was
stressful, but it made me into
the player I am. It toughened
me up but also, on the playing
side, T think if you're a smaller

footballer, your mind has to
work quicker. I'd like to think
I have that in my game today.

If the football hadn’t worked
out, what would you have done?
My senior school was all about
rugby and cricket, so I threw
myself into both sports. At
cricket, I was an all-rounder.

I was actually given a trial by
Hampshire as a wicket-keeping
batsman. As regards rugby,

I played scrum-half or full-
back and T was alright at it.

I was offered a trial for London
Irish but couldn’t do it because
Southampton wouldn’t have
been best pleased. I don’t have
any regrets because football
was always my first love — and
I didn’t enjoy getting smashed
up by the big lads anyway!

People have compared you to
Theo Walcott. Are you similar?
We both came through the
youth system at Southampton,
then joined Arsenal at a similar
age. And both being attacking
players, I suppose it’s only
natural for people to compare
us. I'm not complaining at all
because Theo is an incredibly
talented footballer, but T don’t
really see it myself. I'm more
of an attacking midfielder
while Theo is a winger or

a striker, so we’re completely
different players.

When you were a kid, who
were your sporting idols?
Thierry Henry was like a
god to me. The stuff he did
almost defied belief - I'd be
watching Match Of The Day
with my mouth open. When
he came back to Arsenal and
I got a chance to work with
him in training, it was like
I'd died and gone to heaven!
He spent a lot of time talking
to me and telling me to
believe in myself. That was
something TI'll never forget.

Thanks for the chat, Alex!
One last thing - your dad is
former England winger Mark
Chamberlain. Now you’re
following in his footsteps,
how has he helped you
develop as a footballer?

My dad played at the
highest level but he never
put me under pressure. He'd
gently guide me, take me

to trials and give me advice
when I needed it. Did I feel
overshadowed by what he’'d
achieved? Not at all. He was
just my dad looking out for
me like he always did. Both
my parents made sacrifices
for me and hopefully, now
all their love and support
has started to pay off!
