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WHERE DID THE SUPERPOWERS-AS-A-

FATAL-STI IDEA COME FROM?

NERO: It all stems from my life. I’d just 

found out I was gonna be a dad, so sex 

was on my mind. Everyone told me that 

when the baby came life would change 

forever – so it felt like there was only a 

few months left to do something crazy 

and selfish. I wanted to keep the story 

real, so that meant a virus. And I figured 

it’s more dramatic when it’s passed 

through unprotected sex – you can choose 

whether to catch it or not.

MIKE: Yeah, the theme of ordinary people 

finding they have superpowers is one 

of the great comic book themes. But I 

think the freewheeling tone of Death 

Sentence is pretty unique. 

IT’S COMING OUT IN OCTOBER AS A 

SIX-PARTER, BUT PART OF IT’S BEEN IN 

CLINT, PART’S BEEN SELF-PUBLISHED. 

WHAT’S THE STORY THERE?

N: We had to self-publish. There was 

nothing like Death Sentence so we had 

to make it ourselves. Or we just got lucky. 

Either way the comic buzzes and glows 

like a golden vibrator in the fanny of fate. 

How often does that happen, eh? That 

creative serendipity, that capturing of 

the moment? But then we got all these 

awesome offers. The Clint thing was great 

for finding an audience, but it was just 

an appetiser for the main event. Now 

Titan are launching the comic globally 

with a lot of awareness and anticipation. 

We've got shops in Canada, the US, and 

UK offering limited-edition covers and 

everything. It’s escalated from our plan.

M: It was great to have Death Sentence 

in Clint, though. Mark Millar was so 

enthusiastic about the story, and wanted 

to help promote it which was an honour.

HOW HELPFUL WAS HAVING SOMEONE 

OF HIS STATURE ON YOUR SIDE?

M: I’m sure it’s made people look 

twice – which, if you’ve got something 

worthwhile, is all you need.

N: Mark's been a really vocal fan. His 

praise for the work gave us a lot of 

confidence to be bold and push ourselves 

to try new things. It really builds to an 

incredible climax. I couldn't be happier 

with his reaction or how it’s turned out.

THE CHARACTER OF MONTY SEEMS 

VERY RUSSELL BRAND-ESQUE – HOW 

COINCIDENTAL (OR NOT) IS THAT? IF 

THERE WAS A FILM VERSION, DO YOU 

RECKON HE’D DO IT?

M: Russell Brand would be excellent as 

Monty! He’s a man of considerable charm 

and wit and by all accounts politically 

conscientious – it’d be great to see him 

use his power for evil!

N: Yeah, he needs a meaty, edgy role.  He’s 

a definite inspiration – the richness of the 

language, the humour, his unquenchable 

sexual appetite, and voracious 

intelligence are all very compelling. Mike 

picked up on that with the visuals. But 

there's a lot more to Monty that that. His 

path through life and motivations are 

different to Russell’s. 

ARE ANY OF THE OTHER CHARACTERS 

BASED ON REAL PEOPLE?

N: They're all me – in drag, in a beard, in  

a flying helmet. Verity’s an artist, Weasel’s 

in a band, and Monty’s a world-famous 

movie star and comedian.

KUSH = CASH
In Vancouver it’s pretty much 
decriminalized. I don’t know if 
that’s true, but my buddy says 
it is, and he says they’ve started 
using weed as currency. My 
buddy’s a mechanic, and he 
doesn’t know how many cars 
he’s fixed for a bag of weed. It’s 
just rife over there – there’s the 
surfy attitude, that laid-back 
vibe that maybe the UK doesn’t 
have. Although, I live in the UK 
and lots of kids smoke weed. I 
know a lot of people who have 
garages just so they can sneak 
out like Brad Pitt and smoke. 

TOKES AND jOKES
I’m of the George Carlin school 
of writing. I’ll write jokes out 
while completely straight,  
then on Sunday I’ll take all 
those jokes, add a couple of 
tokes, and then it’s punch-up 
time. I’ve found that to be a 
nice formula.

A LIFE CHOICE
Things could have worked 
out differently if I’d never 
actually smoked marijuana, 
but you can’t really look at the 

past too much. If you smoke 
enough weed, you can’t really 
remember it anyway.

OLDER AND WISER
I smoke for different reasons 
now I’m 42. When you’re 
eighteen years old you’re 
smoking, drinking, having a 
party, picking up chicks, but 
when you’re 42 you just want 
to have a coffee, have a joint, 
read the newspaper, take your 
dog for a walk and have a less 
boring day than you otherwise 
would. It’s not about partying, 
it’s just having a nice day.

THE GREEN CROSS
I’m in Los Angeles at the 
moment, where they have 
medical marijuana. It turns 
out a lot of people are very 
sick. I went to a doctor, and it 
turns out I’m sick too! I have 
a hangnail. A buddy showed 
me how many different kinds 
of weed you can buy here. One 
of them was called Alaskan 
Thunderfuck. If you have 
something that only Alaskan 
Thunderfuck can cure, you’re 
gonna die.

WHAT’S THE WEIRDEST THING YOU’VE

There’s been a lot of stuff about my voice, 
that I can’t scream because I had surgery, 
and I can explain as many times as I like 
that we don’t want to scream anymore, but 
people won’t understand the words coming 
out of my mouth, so I stopped explaining it. 
And there’s random things, where people 
write stuff like “They were in my city and I 
met them and had sex with this guy, and…” 
Anyone can look at our line-up and see we 
weren’t there, but whatever I guess.
HAVE YOU HAD DEATH RUMOURS?
Not about me, although didn’t Bon Jovi have 
one recently? I think it would be kinda cool – 
if I saw a death rumour about myself I think 
I’d go hide somewhere to play it up.  Pull 
some Makaveli shit, some Tupac stuff.
WE’RE IN A VERY POSH HOTEL TALKING 
TO YOU – DO YOU EVER MISS THE LACK OF

WAS A BUNCHA DUDES IN A VAN?
Obviously I wish The Rev was still here, 
because then we had the old crew and would 
be drinking 40s, fucking with each other, 
driving twelve hours to the next city, selling 
some shirts and doing it again. It was fun. 
You miss it sometimes, but at the same time, 
we’re getting older. I’m 32, I have a newborn 
son, and I’m not gonna be a dad who’s away 
on the road all the time, I’m gonna be a dad 
who brings his son with him, so he gets to 
live on the road. If you make money, what’s it 
worth if you can’t be with your family?
YOUR SON’LL HAVE A PRETTY EXCITING

American radio rock bands aren’t gonna cut 
it, it’s got to be real, classically influenced 
metal that stays true to what metal is. If 
we’re that band, I’m up for it. 
YOU’RE DOING YOUR FIRST ARENA TOUR 
IN TWO YEARS – IS THAT THE NEXT STEP?
You’re going to have 80,000 to 100,000 
people at Download, right? We just sold 
out 30,000 tickets in England five months 
before our shows. It’s about not overplaying,  
playing the right times, putting on a great 
show every time, making it a fucking event.
IF MONEY WAS NO OBJECT, WHAT 
WOULD YOUR PRODUCTION BE LIKE?
I’m an old purist in what I want my big rock 
shows to look like. KISS do a great one, Iron 
Maiden are the kings. We’re pretty much 
there in terms of shit we want to blow up, 
but there’ll always be new cool stuff we can 
do. We’re not gonna be swinging around on 
fucking ropes or anything. I just like a lot of 
fire. I’m just a dude. I want to see a band 
playing their shit, and shit blowing up. 

“Avenged were in Call Of Duty: 
Black Ops II. I play Call Of Duty 
competitively, a lot of league play 
and tournaments. That’s what I 
like to do when I’m not writing 
all the time – four or five hours a 
night playing with my clan.
It’s a cool community. I tested 
Black Ops II for nine months 
before it came out, I had a beta 
at my house and I’d go up to 
Treyarch [the developers] and see 
what they were doing. It was cool 

to see how it all got made, but 
also have a little bit of a say in it. 
I’m a fucking gamer, I love it.
If I wasn’t in the band I’d like to 
be a developer. I wrote a triple-A 
action adventure game and met 
with Activision about it, but I’d 
have to quit the band to embark 
on something like that. It’s a 
$200m game, not something you 
can just do when you want. 

My favourite games are action-
adventures. I like Skyrim. Zelda’s 

probably my favourite game 
character of all time – I got 
a Wii U just for the Zelda 
game that’s about to come 
out. I bought the Wii and beat 
Skyward Sword on hero mode. 
And platform games – I beat 
Super Meat Boy to 100%. I play 
Mortal Kombat a lot. I got pretty 
high in the world rankings, 
and I have every cabinet in 
my garage, one through four, 
as well as Street Fighter 2. But 

there’s something about being 
in a clan, going online every 
night, shooting the shit with my 
buddies, killing people in Call Of 
Duty and being competitive with 
it, that really drives me. I love 
it. It’s a fun thing that we take 
very seriously, which I think is 
fucking silly but funny.”

I think 
the biggest hurdle for anyone who 
does something creative or artistic 
is putting work out there and 
dealing with being judged/criticised 
in a calm way without letting it 
damage your confidence.
WHAT ARTISTS OR ILLUSTRATORS 
HAVE INFLUENCED YOU MOST 
OVER THE YEARS? 
I like Gilbert Shelton (who created Fat 
Freddy’s Cat and The Fabulous Furry 
Freak Brothers) and Bill Watterson 
– I don’t think I’ll ever stop reading 
Calvin and Hobbes.
WHAT DO YOU DO WHEN YOU’RE 
NOT DRAWING?
Sitting around drawing isn’t the 
best exercise so I do a bit of that – 
sometimes TV wins, though.

Y
O BEN! CAN YOU TELL US 
A BIT ABOUT YOURSELF 
AND YOUR WORK?
I live and work in Sheffield 
as in-house designer 

for Drop Dead clothing and in my 
free time I draw cartoons under 
the name Suckout. I draw a lot in 
sketchbooks to work things out and 
also work digitally to get different 
finishes. With my own work I like 
to mix and repeat characters, words 
and patterns randomly. Drawing 
characters is great because once 
you have a character you can add 
personality to it and a world around 
it, so there’s loads you can do with 
them. They aren’t strictly comic 
characters because there’s not a lot 
of dialogue but I’ve always liked the 
idea of giving someone who looks at 
my stuff the freedom to interpret it 
in the way they want to.
THERE’S A CONSISTENT THEME 
OF CATS, BLOOD AND GUTS...
I can keep giving the cat different 
personalities – it’s also one of the 
first characters I used for Suckout so 
I think he’ll always represent me. 
There seems to be a running theme 
of cartoonists drawing cats. I like 
the patterns, guts and leaves because 
they cut away from just character 
stuff all the time. There’s also an 
ugly face inspired by old movie close-
ups that I use a lot.
IS THERE A STORY BEHIND THE 
NAME SUCKOUT?
Since I started using Suckout I’ve 
learnt that there are a bunch of 
different meanings for it that I can’t 
honestly claim influenced me into 
picking it. A lot of cartoons I read 
when I was younger had singular 
titles that seemed quite random 
(Peanuts, The Beano) but seemed 
to reflect the style appropriately. 
Suckout just stuck when I started 
doing cartoons and I think it fits, I’m 
not that precious with it – I like to 
pick it apart and make fun of it.  
YOU WORK A LOT FOR DROP DEAD, 
HOW DID THAT COME ABOUT?
I was studying art at the time but 
it was really bothering me. I was 
trying to learn the digital side which 
my lecturers insistently discouraged, 
I have a written assessment that 
says I will never make anything 
as a professional artist. I ended 
up putting work online, and Oli 
e-mailed me about working on a

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WHAT’S THE BEST PIECE YOU’VE 
SEEN RECENTLY?
Lauren Fernandez’s back piece 
(page 73) is beautiful. I like that 
she’s gone for a traditional style. 
It’s really impressive, done by a 
great artist, and is beautiful. I saw 
it recently and think it’s awesome. 
I’ve seen a lot of random little 
cool ones people have had. I’m 
getting interested in linework 
tattoos – there’s a style called polka 
that’s quite new, it’s like an artist’s 
sketchbook where there’ll be 
lines like pencil shading. It’s quite 
collagey, and can look unfinished. 
It’ll have a lot of black and then one 
popping colour, usually red. I like 
watching the evolution of it, seeing 
artists cultivating their own style or 
building hybrids of different styles.

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WHAT’S SO SPECIAL ABOUT 
BREAKING BAD?

This series is unlike any 
other that has ever been, in 
the history of television.

– from Magnum PI to all 

the kids from Friends, they 
might get married or divorced 

throughout the course of it, but 
they’re the same person from 
the beginning of that season. 
This is the only series where it’s 

always been based on change, 
just like chemistry itself. This 
character completely changed and 
is going to change even more in 
these last eight episodes. 
DOES HOW GOOD BREAKING 
BAD’S BEEN MAKE CHOOSING 
YOUR NEXT JOB HARD?
It does. I mean, I don’t need a job. 
I never have to work again in my 
life. But I love acting. I love it! I 
love studying human behaviour, 
replicating it perhaps in some 
other way and it’s so much fun to 
tell stories and effect emotional 
change from people. The worst 
thing you can do is bore someone. 
You can make me angry, joyful, 
gleeful, pissed off, sad, any 
emotion is fair, just not boredom. 
DO YOU HAVE ANY HOPE FOR 
WALTER IN THE END? 
For Walter White, maybe the 

change for the better is that 
he doesn’t live through it. 

Obviously I wouldn’t say 
that about myself when 

I’m in character, but 
you know, he’s 

become so toxic, 
so cancerous 

himself, to 

other people. He’s a danger to his 
family and those around him. 
WHEN DID WALT FINALLY GO 
OVER TO THE DARK SIDE?
Walt lost himself in the first 
episode when he decided to 
lower his morality in order to 
gain financially – that’s when 
he compromised his soul and he 
brought this on himself.
