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REMEMBER WHEN YOUR mum would 
always tell you to ‘Turn that fucking noise 
down’? The general response was usually

point. The Los Angeles trio have harnessed 
the raw energy of hip-hop and crossbred 
it with pure noise to create an ear 
destroying bastard hybrid.

Combining brash vocals with two ear-
piercing electro producers, Clipping was 
born from a love of trying something 

different. “Jon (Snipes, producer) and I 
started making noisy remixes of rap a 
capellas as an exercise to see what that 
would sound like,” says other producer Will 
Hutson. “I’ve known Daveed (Diggs, vocals) 
for years and he raps, so we figured we’d try 
writing an original song instead of a remix 
and after one song we were convinced this 
was what we wanted to do.”

Since that one song the guys released 
their debut album Midcity for free on 
Bandcamp and have recently been signed 
by Sub Pop. “We set our goal very early on 

of trying to get our music heard by as many 
people as possible so it had to be free to do 
that. I have a home studio so we essentially 
made it for free – it was entirely DIY at the 
truest sort of level. Instead of selling it and 
have 200 people buy it we’d rather give it 
away and have 9000 people hear it.”

So if you’re into the harsh fuzz noises of 
Vex’d and bars so hard you need a bombvest 
to listen to them, then get on Clipping. 
They’ve only recently made their debut in 
the UK and are hopefully coming back in 
2014. Embrace the tinnitus.

Afterwards, 
Steven came up to me 
and said “Don’t worry 
Joey, I’m gonna get you 
in a movie this summer” 
and that movie – luckily 
for me – turned out to be 
Jurassic Park.

For me it was like, 
“There’s a huge dinosaur 
that I’m supposed to be 
scared of, okay check, I’m 
scared of it!” When you 
see a huge animatronic 
T-Rex you’re like, “I get 
it! I get how someone 
would feel when 
they saw this thing!”

I’ve always loved acting 
so I continued after 
Jurassic Park, but my 
parents made sure 
I knew that my life 
wouldn’t fall apart if 
I didn’t act. Going to 
university was more 
about wanting to have 
a regular life and to 
experience things that 
everyone experiences – 
going to football games, 
living in dorms, studying 
something that I love. I 
didn’t stray too far away, 
I went to film school 
and I continued acting 
once I’d finished, so it 
was just kind of more of 
a reprieve rather than 
a rejection of all that 
stuff.

BIG INTERVIEW

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I T’S BEEN JUST OVER A YEAR 
SINCE THE TRAGIC LOSS OF 
MITCH. WHAT HAS CHANGED 
FOR YOU GUYS PERSONALLY 
SINCE THE INCIDENT?

MARK: Well I’d say everything and nothing 
all at once. I mean we all had a lot of soul 
searching to do and we’ve done just that. A 
year later I’m drug and alcohol free and I’d 
say that’s the biggest change for me. Anyone 
who knows me knows I like to party and 
when everything went down I was faced 
with some harsh realities. The first thing 
I did was get my health on track in every 
aspect. Aside from smoking some pot here 
and there, I’m sober and about 70 pounds 
lighter. My head is on straight and I feel like 
I am in the right place. I know Mitch would 
be happy to see how well I am doing.
DAN: Personally my whole world was 
turned upside down. I was genuinely too 
distraught and heartbroken to even think 
about what this meant for the band and my 
future. I lost a great friend/brother/person. 
I’ve carried a great deal of sadness in relation 
to this loss and always will. Time helps to an 
extent, but it never truly goes away.
WHY DID YOU DECIDE TO CARRY ON?
M: That’s a complicated question to answer. 
First of all, I can say whole-heartedly that 
it’s what Mitch would have wanted us to 
do. Mitch was a team player and he always 
inspired me when he talked about the 
way this band worked. We’re a group that 
work together to make a sound. Regardless 
of whether or not you like or understand 
that sound, it comes down to the fact that 

we get a certain rush from our creations. 
You cannot manipulate the type of unique 
aggression we create as a group and that 
uniqueness has been felt by many across the 
globe that it’s been a true inspiration to us 
all. Mitch loved the way this band worked 
and he would want us to continue. 
WILL WE SEE SUICIDE SILENCE GO IN A 
NEW DIRECTION FROM NOW ON?
M: I’d say we go in a different direction every 
record. This one is no different; we like to 
take leaps and this record will showcase 
that. We don’t give two shits about what 
most people think. We know what is fun 
to play and what sounds good to us. This 
record will obviously be heavily influenced 
by what we have gone through over the past 
year and will also showcase the strengths 
that Eddie brings to the band. So the 
direction is different altogether due to the 
motives and circumstances. We have more 
fire under our asses and more people to 
say “fuck off” to than ever. But in the same 
light, we also have to prove to people that 
we are strong and that we can recover. We 
as Suicide Silence and all of us as a fucking 
species need to learn to overcome and tackle 
anything that this life dishes out. 
D: It’s just a new chapter to our “very good 
book.” Why would you set down a book you 
already loved? Don’t you wanna see how it 
unfolds? It will obviously be a new direction 
with a new face but don’t let that fool you – 
the brutality isn’t going anywhere!
WHY DID YOU DECIDE ON EDDIE AS THE 
NEW FRONTMAN FOR SUICIDE SILENCE?
M: I’d like to say he chose himself in a way. 

Eddie was a part of our very special 
memorial show put on last December to 
raise money for Mitch’s daughter’s education 
fund. He was one of the first vocalists that 
came to our minds and he confirmed his 
acceptance to be one of our guest vocalist 
right away. Eddie opened the gates for the 
memorial idea in a sense. Then upon 
rehearsing with him, he nailed the song he 
was performing and truly wanted to do it 
justice for our fallen brother. He’s a very 
emotionally open person and he let it all 
pour out at rehearsal and at that show. Once 
the memorial show was done we took some 
time away from music to reflect and mourn. 
I had been talking to Eddie a lot 
since the memorial 
show and 
conversations 
eventually led to 
us wanting to 
hear him sing on 
a track just to 
gauge what it 
would sound 
like. We’d 
never heard 
our 
studio 
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recordings without Mitch and the thought 
of hearing our songs with someone else 
was terrifying, yet becoming increasingly 
necessary. The truth of the matter is we 
wanted to know how we would feel 
hearing a voice that isn’t Mitch and Eddie, 
being our friend, obliged. We were 
impressed by everything from the way he 
treated the opportunity to the obviously 
amazing vox he laid down on You Only Live 
Once. After that the gears starting turning 
and never stopped. If there’s any doubt as 
to our choice of Eddie, this record will leave 
no question as to why he was chosen. 
EDDIE, WAS IT HARD TO LEAVE ALL 
SHALL PERISH?
EDDIE: Yeah, although I didn’t want to 
go. Tackling both bands would have been 
preferable, but to keep everyone happy 
I had to do what I had to do. Overall the 
transition has been great, but I’m going to 
miss playing my favourite ASP tracks.
WHAT HAS BEEN THE FANS’ REACTION?
D: Most fans have been very supportive 
and excited we aren’t stopping. I, for one, 
would be so excited to hear the news of a 
band I love putting out another record and 
touring with a badass new guy. I would 
understand the circumstances and respect 
them. Some fans will always be very critical 
and sometimes I wanna shake some of ‘em. 

When I hear a kid go “It’s not Mitch!” I just 
feel like saying “no shit it’s not Mitch. Only 
Mitch was Mitch, ya know.”
M: There’s love, hate, questions, you name 
it. The reaction is spread across the board. 
I appreciate the fans who welcome Eddie 
so whole-heartedly as that’s awesome and 
inspiring. That gives us the confirmation 
that there are people out there who will 
support us no matter what and that’s truly 
amazing. For the most part, the people who 
hate on the fact that we got a new singer are 
too immature or too jaded in areas of their 
own lives. We try to ignore such people and 
will let our new music speak for itself.
WILL THE NEW ALBUM FOLLOW THE 
SAME SS SOUND/DIRECTION?
M: We’re Suicide Silence and escaping our 
sound will be impossible. The direction? 
The direction has altered itself in the fact 
that we have to prove ourselves again. We 
aren’t going to put out a record that sounds 
like a past record. This will be a new Suicide 
Silence record and there will be a new singer 
on it who is going to give it his all for Mitch, 
for us and for the fans. The direction can’t 
be exactly the same as it may have been 
last fall for obvious reasons, but we have 
a confident grasp on our sound. We know 
what Mitch liked, what we like and what a 
damn good portion of our fans enjoy. All I 
can say is I’m proud of this record and it is 
the heaviest shit we could put together. 
WILL WE STILL SEE THE SAME SUICIDE 
SILENCE RAW AGGRESSION?
E: There has been a lot of emotion to draw 
from on this record. Musically, you can hear 
everything the guys have gone through and 
learned. Lyrically, I want to do my best to 
really continue Mitch’s message and express 
how strength comes through positive 
thinking and forward outlook.
M: I think we have a lot of sorrow in our 
hearts that we’re constantly working 
through, but the album will undoubtedly be 
aggressive. We watched all of our hard work 
and dreams get challenged in a major way 
that many believed we’d never recover from. 
No-one wants to lose a friend and no-one 

wants to see all their goals get halted. This 
record is going to just about drown you with 
aggression, yet let you up for deep breaths of 
anger sprinkled with sorrow.
IS IT ALL NEW MATERIAL?
D: Mitch wrote lyrics to a song last year with 
the intent to demo it, which sadly never 
happened. We’ll be recording a song on this 
record using those lyrics which will act as a 
tribute to him.
SO WHAT IS LEFT TO ACHIEVE?
M: There is always more to do and see. We 
love spreading our music to the masses & 
the masses are ever-changing. We strive to 
preserve Mitch’s legacy, while also paving 
way for this band and our future.
D: Never stop achieving. That’s our motto.

It’s awesome. I love it here. 

Whenever I go on trips, it makes me realise 
how lucky people have it here. The weather 
is perfect all year round. 
how did you get into 
skateboarding? we're guessing 
your dad had a lot to do with it…
My dad obviously was skating so there 
were always skateboards around. It was 
cool when I was young, I enjoyed that my 
dad did it and we could just skate around 
together. I kept getting more and more into 
it and then it just became what I do. I don’t 
know, I guess I’m just super lucky to be able 
to do it for a living.
did you feel a lot of pressure to be 
a great skater because of your dad?
Yeah, I guess. I feel that everyone has that 
in their head a little –wondering what 
people think about their video parts or 
whatever. I definitely have that, but I kinda 
try not to think about it and just do stuff 
that I’m stoked on myself. 
were you more into street skating 
because your dad’s gnarly at vert 
and you wanted to be different?
When I was growing up, skateboarding 

was being pushed more towards the street 
direction, so that’s what I got into with my 
buddies. The people I looked up to were 
street skaters. I was stoked on them and 
wanted to do what they were doing. I’ve 
skated vert with my dad though. Vert’s 
super gnarly – I think its fuckin’ one of the 
gnarliest kinds of skating there is.
how did you start playing guitar?
When I was younger, I took guitar lessons 
but I just got over it. I wasn’t too pysched 
on it as a little kid, I was more stoked on 
skating a bunch. I’m older now and I’ve  
had injuries and stuff, and it’s really a good 
way to pass the time and stay sane when 
you can’t go out skating. I think what really 
got me into music is old skate videos. They 
all used really rad bands and it kind of led 
me into it, I guess.
you’ve got a big-ass vinyl 
collection. how many records do 
you have so far?
I don’t know, maybe somewhere around a 
hundred? I’m trying to keep only the stuff 
that I’m really stoked on. 
how did you get into tattooing?
When I was younger, a couple of my homies 
and I went and got tattoos. The dude we 
got them from was rad so we got super-
psyched on the whole vibe of it. Boredom 

led us to wonder if we could just go out and 
buy our own tattoo gun. There’s a place in 
Oceanside that sells music and tattoo shit 
so we went there and bought a shitty one 
and just started going at it. 
do you have any fun tattoo stories 
you want to share?
We were on a Thrasher Skate Rock trip and 
there were some janky tattoos going down. 
We were soldering the fucking cords just 
trying to figure it out – the kit was all janky. 
Nuge did a tattoo on Andy Roy’s neck with 
the super gnarly gun. It was pretty hi-jinx 
– people were walking around and kicking 
the kit cos they didn’t see it. Partying in the 
hotel room was pretty funny.
do you have a favorite artist?
I got buddies like BB and Moüse Bastidas [as 
seen in FRONT 179]. They’re brothers who 
do rad art. I like watching them do stuff. 
I’ve been trying to get into doing woodwork 
type stuff, just fucking around with basic 
tables and stuff like that.
who are the shep dawgs? what’s 
that all about?
It’s pretty much just me and all my homies. 
We grew up skating together. Now it’s 
really rad because all the kids we skate with 
are coming up and people are starting to 
realise how gnarly they are. The next W
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video, Volume 4, is coming out in 
March. I think people will be psyched 
to see how much progression has come 
since the last video. All the dudes I’m 
skating with in the video are so good 
it’s insane. It blows my mind 
everytime we go skate.
WHO’S IN THE CREW?
Let’s see… there’s Jacob Nunez, he’s 
the filmer who does pretty much 
everything and drives us all around in 
the van. He’s a good friend, we went 
to elementary school together. Then 
we’ve got Taylor Kirby, AJ Zavala, 
Rowan Zorilla, Nick Pope, Tanner 
Cribbs, Stephen Lawyer, and Taylor 
Smith. That’s the main crew we skate 
with pretty much on a regular basis.

“The whole story involves two lords 
of feuding Samurai clans in old 
Tokyo. Lord Kira was bullying Lord 
Asano and demanding bribes, and 
one day Asano ended up drawing 
his sword in one of the Buddhist 
temples, which was a mortal sin so 
he had to commit hara-kiri.

G etting lots of tattoos was 
something I always wanted. 
When I was a kid I wanted to get 
a huge eagle on my chest. Later 

on I decided I wanted something 
that worked with the snow, and I 
was always interested in martial 
arts and Samurai culture. I read the 
story of the 47 Ronin in a book, and 
something about the story really hit 
me. It’s a winter story, so there’s snow, 
whirlwinds, snow-covered trees – all 
elements that exist in winter in Japan.

All of my bodysuit has been done 
by my tattoo artist Senju Horimatsu 
in Umea, Sweden. He was one of 
Horiyoshi’s apprentices, the famous 
Japanese tattoo dude. The style is 
known as irezumi, based on old 
woodblock prints. Eventually I’ll be 
covered. I guess I’ll go around my 
junk. I have a few friends who are also 
getting bodysuits done, so eventually 
we’ll look like a Swedish Yakuza mafia. 

Haha, 
I don’t 

wanna show you 
guys this one. 
It says ‘Carpe 
Diem’ and I 
was very young 
when I got it 
done. It and 
the snowflake 
happened early.

The white 
snow tiger, 

I had done in 
between doing 
my sleeves. I just 
liked it I guess, 
and it kind of sets 
the edges for the 
bodysuit. I have 
this scar that goes 
through it – I 
dislocated my hip 
and cut my shin 
open, the bone was 
sticking through.

Around 1988 I became fascinated 
by the very early stages of 
computer music – it seemed like 
new music technology suggested 
a different way of thinking about 
making music. I started doing 
strange sound collages out of 
rude body noises and stuff, it 
was experimental and I didn’t 
know what to do with it. Then 
I got lucky – one of my collages 
made its way to the director of 
Pee Wee’s Playhouse, and I got 
my first scoring job on that. I 
got hooked from that point on. 
Then a friend introduced me to 
director Steven Soderbergh and 
that’s how I properly started.
WHEN COMPOSING A SCORE 
DO YOU GO OFF SCRIPT AND 
STORYBOARDS OR DO YOU 
WAIT UNTIL IT’S FINISHED?
Historically I’ve waited until it’s 
finished, but Steven Soderbergh 
is one of the rare people that 
hires you before he shoots. Most 

people hire you afterwards, so 
your first introduction to the 
project is a rough cut of the film. 
Experience has taught me that 
it doesn’t work out if you start 
writing stuff from the script 
though. I haven’t had any success 
with that yet!
HOW DOES THE SCORE COME 
ABOUT? HOW DO YOU DECIDE 
WHAT SOUND TO USE?
Sometimes the picture is the 
inspiration for the choice of 
instruments, but sometimes 
I become fascinated with a 
new musical instrument. For 
example, at the time of Solaris I 
had just bought a set of baritone 
steel drums from Trinidad and 
regardless of what the film said 
to me I just thought “I’m gonna 
shoehorn that sound into the 
film one way or another!” So 
often I’m preoccupied with some 
new software or instrument, I’ll 
just happen to be enamoured 
with a particular sound and I’ll 
find a way to make it work. 
WHAT’S THE WEIRDEST 
INSTRUMENT YOU’VE USED?
For Pee Wee’s Playhouse I ran 
out of money so I had to do it for 
really cheap. I think the cheapest 
things I used, that were really 

cool, were acorns! You can get 
a really sharp whistle out of an 
acorn and different sizes affect 
the pitch, so I made a sample 
keyboard out of acorn whistles! 
WHICH SOUNDTRACKS DO 
YOU REALLY LOVE?
The ones that really stuck with 
me were the films I saw a lot 
of times – The Day The Earth 
Stood Still’s soundtrack made a 
big impact. I ssill love Bernard 
Herrmann’s 1951 score today 
because the music is so iconic and 
memorable. A Fistful Of Dollars 
by Ennio Morricone was also 
amazing. About the time I was 
thinking about scoring movies 
I saw The Grifters and Elmer 
Bernstein did the score, and I 
remember thinking that it was 
a very cool hybrid of traditional 
film scoring and something very 
modern. I thought that was great 
because I was nervous of ageism 
in the music business and I kept 
thinking “Can I really be in The 
Red Hot Chili Peppers and walk 
out on stage with nothing but 
a sock on my genitals when 
I’m aged 40 or 50? And will the 
music even be popular in 10 
or 20 years?” But there’s Elmer 
Bernstein, an A-list composer, 

at the top of his game and he’s 
in his 80s. As long as he keeps 
it fresh nobody cares about his 
age – it seemed to be the one 
area of the music industry where 
experience mattered over age, 
it was an asset not a liability. 
IS THERE A PERFECT TYPE OF 
FILM YOU’D LIKE TO COMPOSE?
I’d like to do something different 
but not radically, ideally related 
to something I’ve done before 
but in a way that I have to grow a 
bit. Solaris was like that because 
it was sci-fi and that was new for 
me. So that’s what I look forward 
to – things that are somewhat 
new and different. When I 
worked on Only God Forgives, 
Nicolas said “Rule number 
one: thou shalt not sound like 
Drive!” He said “I want you 
to do something that doesn’t 
sound like anything you’ve ever 
done before,” of course that was 
impossible but I appreciate being 
asked to do it! I think maybe I’d 
like to do something slightly 
lighter. I do a lot of dark things 
– I’m not ready for a rom-com 
just yet but I’d certainly like to do 
something where people don’t 
get stabbed, shot, blown up and 
do drugs all the time!
