The role of the government in the
lives of citizens s the main dividing
line between the two political parties
in America, the subject of debate
about everything from health care
tothe postal system, Looking atit
from either side, two questions drive
those discussions: Does your option
cost taxpayers less, and does it do
thejob better?Inthe case of prisons
being privatized, the answers are: No,
andit depends what you'retryingto
accomplish.

Like any business, the private-
prisonindustry likes to say that it can
dothe ob for less, and companies
demonstrate this by showing they
incarcerate prisoners at lower cost
than the traditional state-run facilities.

But—again, like
tive accounting obscures the real
costs. Yes, the private prisons do
spendiless on each meal for each
prisoner, and yes, they do manage to
pay their staff less, and their medical
costsare minuscule—but how do they
manage todo that?

They take only the prisoners who
cost the least toincarcerate:noone
with preexisting medical conditions
or whois elderly. The food they serve
is substandard and the portions are
smaller,andiif a prisoner succumbs
to scurvy or anemia, they are either
left untreated or transferred back
to the state-run prison, which foots
the medical bill Furthermore, by
all estimations, despite these cost-
cutting measures, private prisons
donot save money—even without
considering the hidden costs to
taxpayers.

Monty Python’s Flying Circus, which
debuted on the British Broadicasting
Corporation (BBC)inOctober 1969, The
following September, the CBC added
theprogram toitsfalllineup, only to pull
theplugafterairingjust 20 episods.

The show didn'tsee thelight of day
onthese shores again until August
1972, when the film And Now for
Something Completely Different—
acollection of Python skits from the
first two BBC seasons—achieved
limited box-office success stateside.
Afewsketches (“Bicycle Repair Man,”
“The Dull Life of a City Stockbroker”)
alsoaired that summer on The Dean
Martin Comedy World, anNBC TV
program brought on asareplacement

for The Dean Martin Show.

Twoyears later,in Dallas of all
places, the Pythons made their break-
through. Ron Devillier, program
director for KERA, the Dallas PBS
affiliate, began broadcasting Flying
Circus episodes, and ratings sky-
rocketed as viewers howled at
s00n-to-beiconic sketches like
“Cheese Shop,” “The Ministry of
Silly Walks." and “The Spanish
Inquisition.” By the summer of
1975, 113 PBS stations wereairing
the show, and the film And Now for
Something Completely Different had
been re-released, doing much more
business the second time around.

The troupe gotadditional exposure
onFMradio, whichregularly aired
clips from the Pythons' comedy LPs.
Andmeanwhile, backin Canada,
Flying Circus had becomeahiton
the CBC, which had been inundated
with calls, as well as a demonstration
outsideits Montreal studio, after
dropping the show in1970.

The floodgates were open: ABC
aired two Monty Python specialsin
1975, and the troupe—which consisted
of John Cleese, Michael Palin, Eric
Idle, Graham Chapman, Terry Jones,
and American expat Terry Gilliam—
went on to enormous mainstream
successinthe U, producing four
feature films, including the classics
Monty Python and the Holy Gral
and Monty Python's Life of Brian,
and participating in numerous other
projects, bothindividually and
collectively.

Their success opened the UsS.
market for other British comedies,
such as Are You Being Served?,

To the Manor Born, The GoodLife,
The Benny Hill Show, Fawlty Towers
(aCleese project), and The Black
Adder (starring Rowan Atkinson,
akaMr.Bean), among others.

GREATDIVIDE?

The Pythons were not by any stretch
the founders of British comedy—th
followed a rich tradition and had their
owninfluences, most notably the
legendary Peter Cook, Dudley Moore,
and Peter Sellers. But they did bridge
along-standing humor gap between
the US. andthe UK. Andthey almost
didn'tmakeit ontheairin America
because of that gap: Time-Life Films,
whichownedthe U.S. rights to Monty
Python’s Flying Circus, was nitially
reluctant to air the show for fear that
the humor would get lost in transit
across the Atlantic Ocean. They
simply didn't think British comedy
would work on these shores.

“The differences between British
and American humor have been
bandied about for solong that the
very notion of the divideis pretty
much acliché at this point. And like
allclichés, this one contains elements
oftruth, while also inviting many
counterexamples. Yes, generally
speaking, British humor tends to
bury emotioninsarcasm; it leans
more toward the dry and cerebral
thanits American counterpart
For decades, British people have
seen theirironic quips taken literally
and missed by foreign friends and
acquaintances—a sensation not
unlike hitting “send” on a sarcastic
email only to seeits meaning fly
rightby the recipient—or worse,
get misunderstood as hostilty.
(Someone needs todevelopa
sarcasm font, stat.)

But just as there's plenty of broad
andsilly comedy inthe U.K.—think
Benny Hill—there's been no shortage
of clever, deadpan humorists onthis
side of the pond, from the vintage
duoBoband Ray to Bob Newhart to
Steven Wright.
